B. Requirements for potential candidates:
1. Must have completed 75% of degree requirements for a bachelor’s degree from the home university by the time of enrollment at Rutgers.

2. Must have earned a cumulative GPA of at least 3.0/4.0 (or equivalent) by the time of enrollment at Rutgers.
3. Meet the minimum English language proficiency by providing official score reports of TOEFL no lower than 83/120, or IELTS no lower than 7.0. GRE is waived.
